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It is amazing to reflect on all the Lord has done this past year 

through your partnership. A nationwide prayer movement was 

released, several hundred leaders have been trained in 

intercession and discipleship, several thousand souls have come 

to worship Jesus, and four new micro enterprise projects have 

been initiated.  You have made a difference! 

As we prayed for the Lordôs direction for the coming year,  He 

brought this passage to mind: ñRepent, for the Kingdom of 

heaven is at handò -Matthew 4:17-19. I realized that God was 

implying that now is the time to ñtake the landò and that in 

order to do that we have to begin working on a larger scale than 

ever before.  To facilitate these efforts He has given us an 

office with five rooms, including a dedicated prayer room. 

In the light of all He has done, I asked the next question: ñWhat 

do we do?ò I understood the answer to be a continuation of the 

passage: ñFollow me and I will make you fishers of men.ò But 

when I started to explain this to our new Kentucky Advisory 

Board, they had trouble grasping what this really signified. As 

we wrestled with what we really do in the context of this 

passage, one of the Advisory Board members connected with 

the image of fishing for men. He said, ñA summary of your 

ministry could be that you COACH and RELEASE!ò 

Like fishermen who catch and release their fish back into their 

natural environment where they can continue to grow, flourish, 

and increase in numbers, the Gateway Center really does 

practice ñcoaching and releasingò individuals, congregations, 

companies, denominations, and nations into the ministry God 

has prepared for them. God catches them. The Gateway Center 

coaches and struggles alongside them until they are equipped 

and empowered for ministry, and then we release them to 

thrive in response to their God-given calling. 

Figuratively we are the fishermen who are putting our nets into 

the deep waters of the United States, Haiti, Uganda, Rwanda, 

and Brazil. We see the nets being so full of the catch that we 

will need much more help to bring the heavy nets to the shore. 

Thank you for being the fishermen in the nearby boats and on 

the shore contributing prayer, finances, and help during the past 

years. 

Now, we are asking you to seek the Lord about how you, along 

with the people in your spheres of influence, may join us as we 

coach and release other effective ministers and ministries into 

the Kingdom of God.

Months of planning with Haitian leaders and ministries like Edge Outreach 

Ministries International to initiate a program of community development and micro 

enterprise solutions were suddenly transformed by the disaster following the 

devastating earthquake.  Long before the international relief effort reached the 

remote regions, your faithful prayers and giving brought life, hope and sustenance 

directly to people who were at the center of the earthquake . 

Leaders who were trained in strategic intercession through your generosity in April 

2009 once again gathered from around the nation to tell of all the Lord had 

accomplished in their cities.  A Gateway Center team worked with them to develop 

a five-year strategy to cover the entire nation of Haiti with a prayer movement that 

would be spread and maintained with local resources. 

The Lord often moves in ways we donôt understand to fulfill a purpose greater than 

we can imagine.  In the middle of all the Lord is doing in Haiti, he called Pastor 

Joel Beaucejour, the key leader, home to heaven.  Grief stunned all those he 

touched, from the orphans he cared for to the national leaders he moved to faith.  

Your response to the people of Haiti in prayer and provision for the orphansô 

clothing to attend the funeral was amazing. 

Shortly after Joelôs funeral, leaders from around Haiti met to commission regional 

leaders who would carry the vision that the Lord had given  Joel for taking Haiti 

for God. 

The Game Plan for Coaching and Releasing

Late last year several business plans were submitted to our business plan advisors.  Initially 

two were funded and by the end of the first quarter another two were funded.   

The Ubuntu Association restaurant in Rwamagana was a chosen plan.  Funding for start-up 

expenses including food stocks was awarded.  The restaurant has become successful and the 

group working this plan is on track to repay their loan of $750 in three years. 

The Byiringiro Association in Kirehe successfully submitted a plan from the sisal growers 

group.  They bought seed and have plants growing.  They placed the remainder of their funds 

into a savings association to help with the cost of harvesting and marketing their crop.  Each 

member has been trained in record keeping and developed a business plan including savings 

and expenditure allocation. 

The sewing training associations have had some problems.  Changes 

in leadership have slowed down their success, but we have heard that the new 

leadership is starting to make progress.  The women have been encouraged to explore 

new ways of using the existing sewing machines other than just teaching sewing.   

The hope is to reward the best students from the classes with their own sewing 

machine.   

1. A team will be going to Rwanda in February 2011 to further encourage and problem solve with the 

funded associations.  Four team members including our key business trainer, a CPA and a board member 

from Florida, will evaluate existing projects and look at other projects that could be funded.  They will 

also look for indigenous funding sources. 

2. A group of ladies is going at the Bishopôs request to teach crocheting in connection with the February 

team.   Crocheted doilies are in demand there and local products have been encouraged.  St. Patrickôs 

Anglican Church in Lexington, KY, is supplying much of the start-up material.  These materials are 

available locally for future projects..  Martha and a key member of a St. Patrickôs earlier team are 

confirmed members.  While teaching crocheting, they will be leading a Bible study and equipping these 

women to lead others in groups that will replicate what they have experienced. 

3. The Gateway Center is working with a graduate student in the Patterson School of Development at the 

University of Kentucky to develop an internship in Rwanda for the summer of 2011.  He has been 

meeting with Ken regularly in preparation.  He hopes to research agencies and markets that already exist 

in Rwanda to better facilitate the micro enterprises.  He will also work with the staff in Rwanda to get 

first-hand experience in community development. 

4. A videographer will travel with the team to document what the Lord is doing and help the Gateway 

Center involve more people with the work and raise additional funding for micro enterprise 

development. 

5. November 15, 2010, is the deadline for applications for February goer-guests.  Members of the 

intercessor and donor team will be added until February 1, 2011.

In the Kigadi area many are coming to Christ through the evangelism and open-air meetings.  

They are leaving the Bisaki cult, a satanic personality cult.  The leader of this cult claims that 

he is a god.  Ken and Martha had the privilege of seeing the second in command of this cult 

leave and rededicate his life to the Lord. 

A great need was expressed by Ugandans for discipleship training to 

help the large number of souls coming to Christ mature and grow others 

in their faith.  Your partnerships empowered a Gateway team to train 65 

leaders in 10 parishes and 84 small churches in the remote western areas 

of Uganda.   

ñTraining the Key leaders in the whole Archdeaconry was a great work that obviously 

will move the Church a step ahead.   You equipped, Empowered 

and Commissioned them.  The Lord is shocking me to see how 

many are being converted to the Christian faith.  Your training is 

making great impact.  Great things have not stopped happening since you visited us. God 

willing when you come back to Kagadi you will get many testimonies. But all returns the 

glory to God. No man deserves glory for we are only vessels. Without him nothing can be 

possible.ò -Archdeacon Rev. Eric Twine, Kigadi, Rwanda. 

 

 

1. A  Gateway  team will be going to Uganda in February, 2011, to give additional training in discipleship 

and intercession to the leaders in Kigadi and meet with key leaders to discuss how to duplicate the 

training in other areas of the region with Ugandan  trainers. 

2. The team will also meet with the bishop and key leaders of the Bunyoro-Kitara Diocese to listen to their 

issues, assess what it will take to meet them, and define how we can work together to empower the 

Ugandans over the next two years. 

3. They will work with the leadership of the Discipleship Training College to establish stable water 

resources and develop a water pump training school for vocational training. 

4. The February team will also include a videographer to document progress.  With the video, GCWM 

hopes to spread the vision on the internet.
